The second part of the concert
consists of short works that the Chorale's
conductor Lynn Sjolund has always wanted

to present. Included is the tender and
haunting "Pavane pour une infante
défunte” by Ravel; “Like as a Culver,” a
lovely piece dedicated to Mr. Sjolund;
“A La Puerta Del Cielo" (At the
doorway of heaven),
a sweet Spanish lullaby; Aaron
Copland’s evocative "Lark;" and
much more. This concert is a rare

musical treat not to be missed.
