We are having choral copies of the final movement of the Beethoven prepared for your 
choristers participating in the concert.  I have also ordered a rehearsal score for you 
Paul, and the accompanists for both choirs.  They will arrive next week and I'll drop 
them off for you at SOU.   Laurie, we will reimburse you for the expense of your score. 
 
Laurie Anne Hunter is doing a read through with the Chorale this coming Monday to 
give singers an opportunity to decide well in advance if they can handle both the music 
and the rehearsal schedule.  Singers must attend all rehearsals to be eligible to sing the 
concert. 
 
It is our goal to have a balanced chorus and Martin is interested in a full, high sound 
from the soprano's and tenors.  :)  Having sung this work in college and then again later 
in life I can attest that it is easier under the age of 50!  OK, 60! 
 
We feel confident that between the two choruses we will achieve that goal.  The 
STANDING RISERS can accommodate 100 singers who must ALL be able to stand for 
the 25 minutes of singing.  The stage will be so full, we will not be able to accomodate 
singers who need to sit.
